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Silwan town is located to the south of the Old City of Jerusalem,
opposite to the Dung gate with an area of 5,421 dunums,* and
a population of 57,530 inhabitants.> The town includes 12
neighborhoods: Wadi Qaddum, Ras Al-Amud, Ain Al-Luza, Ath-
Thuri, Shayah, Batn Al-Hawa, Haret Al-Tanak, Bir Ayub, Haret
Al-Yemen, al-Bustan, Wadi Hilweh and Wadi Yassul. The name
of the town comes from the Aramaic word “Sillon” meaning
thistles or blackberries, which originates from the sematic word
“Sala” or “Shala” meaning calmness, quietness and isolation.®
Silwan includes several historical sites, such as Silwan Spring,
Silwan Pool (Pool of Siloam), Tomb of Pharaoh’s Daughter,
and Kidron Valley. Moreover, there are several churches and
convents in Silwan, including Church of St. Peter (Siyah Ad-Dik),
Al Mishnaga and Sayiduna Ibrahim Convents, John the Baptist
Church, Ordre Saint Benoit Maronite Convent and the Greek
Church.

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Silwan Spring or Ein Um Ad-Daraj in Arabic is located in Kidron Valley, 300m to the east of Al-Agsa Mosque. The spring flows
in a rocky tunnel 533m long towards a cave 8m deep, pouring into Silwan pool (Pool of Siloam).® The spring used to be the
only source of water for the inhabitants of the Old City.'®

Bir Eyyub is a 38,1m deep well located 304,8m from the Lower Pool. It is believed that the prophet Eyyub dug it, so it was
named after him. In 1187, Saladin renovated the well after defeating the crusaders at the Battle of Hattin.'®

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Tomb of Pharaoh’s Daughter is located to the south of Al-Agsa Mosque. It is a 15m high cube-shaped mausoleum that dates

back to the Hellenic period. It is carved in the rock in a prominent style and is roofed with a pyramidal dome with a Greek
frieze (molding).'®
