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These exchanges were as follows:

In mid January 2007, a group of 13 youth from different cities in the West Bank and
Jerusalem attended the international youth conference regarding ‘The European
Role in the Palestinian Israeli Conflict. These participants presented the issues of the
Palestinian youth and discussed the problems that these youth suffer as a result of
occupation via 1) a live photo exhibition that revealed their experiences under the
heavy Israeli occupation for more than half a century and 2) performing a sketch
that embodies the life of a simple Palestinian family that has the fully right to live
adequately.

4 youth from Palestinian Vision Organization visited Northern Ireland as part of a
Palestinian delegation working on an Irish youth exchange project granted by the
British council with partnership with the Defense of Children International, the
Cultural Center in Nablus, and Quakers- Palestine Youth Program.
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The Frame Work:

Five organizations were elected to form the Board of Directors. The five member
organizations of the Board of Directors are Amr Arafat Organization, Tamer Institute
for Community Education, Ansar Al Insane Society, and the Local Committee for
Rehabilitation of the Disabled .Their tasks were to draw general policies, formulate
plans, and to take financial and managerial decisions for the project. The main
Palestinian partner for the French organization (LA GUILDE) was the Palestinian

Vision Organization which represents the management and financial body of ‘Darna’

project 20072008-. The most distinguished achievements of ‘Darna’ for the years
20072008- include:

Tourism: welcoming and conducting tours through Nablus City for tourists from
France, Spain, Canada, Italy, etc.

Industry: continuing in supporting Nablus industry through the exportation of olive
oil soaps to France and other European countries

‘Darna’ dormitory: opening a dormitory for female students of Al Najah National
University and Andaleeb Nursing College.

Training courses: a large number of courses took place at ‘Darna’ in the following
topics:

Computer skills

Photography

Proposal writing and fundraising

Spanish folklore

Communication skills

English, Spanish and French languages teaching
First aid

Theatre and puppet making

Daily coaching in computer use, provision of internet, computer hall, fax, telephones, different-purpose
halls, and laptops and electronics available for rent.

‘Darna’library:‘Darna’ opened a library specifically for the university students and continues its services in
lending electronic library devices.

Hosting foreigners and volunteers and implementing workshops related to their experiences and fields of
interest, as well as exchanging them with local communities.

Hosting a number of delegations that represent groups of French and European organizations and other
persons that are interested in the activities of the center, such as the Canadian Council.

Regular movie shows.

‘Darna’ restaurant: in which a number of free meals are served, particularly for university students; hosting
more than 8 breakfast groups for students; as well as a number of organizations in Askar Camp, Balata, Ein,
and Sahel Rojeib of which more than 100 persons attended each breakfast group .

Conducting local and international networking between international organizations located in Nablus, as
well as for member organizations.

Partnering with community organizations, either by participating in exhibitions held by the Open University
or by hosting shows of organizations not located in Nablus, such as the Kamanjati Center.

‘Darna’Villages Project: the MPDL organization awarded ‘Darna’with a 3-year grant (20072010-) to broaden
its projects as to service more villages in Nablus, isolated by discriminatory Israeli check points and unable to
easily access‘Darna’ For this reason, 3 branches in 3 different villages (‘Darna’in ‘Madma;, ‘Darna’in ‘Karyoot’
and’Darna’in Qoseen’) were established in order to give a better service for the villagers. Palestinian Vision
is also the managing and financial umbrella for this project. It is also noteworthy that since the start of
the project, several staff capacity building sessions took place to provide the same services of ‘Darna’in
Nablus.

5-Youth Exchange Projects

This project is among the projects regularly conducted by Ru'ya to reinforce Palestinian identity among
youth and to network with otheryouth abroad.Thisis achieved through various activities by the organization
and with the cooperation of partner organizations. Aims and topics of these activities vary, for instance
exchanging skills or representing the Palestinian Problem and the effect of the occupation on daily life.

4-'Darna’ Project (Civilians and Youth Initiatives in Nablus)
This is a French- Palestinian project that aims to:

Provide the organizations and youth who work in civil society within Nablus district, including its camps
and villages, with the materials and resources needed in attaining expertise and knowledge and enhancing
creativity.

Create job opportunities for network partners and in order to use the cultural and educational capacities of
minorities (i.e. youth, women, the disabled, etc.)

Develop and improve the Palestinian commerce.
Method of Implementation:

Inorderto meetthe goals of the project, a specific place was furnished and equipped with needed equipment
in facilitating the implementation of the various activities and programs intended for the target groups.
This place was called “Darna’, and it served as an umbrella under which the various organizations operating
in the Nablus area merged to form one implementing body. In doing so, the organizations worked hand-
in-hand to implement the projects and to complement each other and to exchange knowledge along the
way. ‘Darna’ combined 79 Palestinian organizations from Nablus, its villages and camps.

2-The newspaper “Youth Vision”

Eight new editions from the cultural, monthly newspaper“Youth Vision”were published which increases the
number of the send out gazette to sixteen editions till now, in which the latest issue was in January-2008.

The newspaper provides advanced materials, which serves the audio visual and written art. The “youth
vision” influence to the wide audience through free distribution of five thousand copies. We believe that
the public is prepared to receive an elevated art, and in the nation’s artistry. Therefore this nation deserves
our highest levels of performance.

The idea of the Youth Vision is to provide a cultural alternative vision through the contemporary literary
and artistic materials to the Palestinian audience.

The newspaper integrates the literary and artistic work for known writers and for new, young writers, in
order to be democratic and to allow the young to develop their writing skills and to gain experience by
comparing their works to the work of dedicated writer.

Knowing the Arabic roots and culture of the Jerusalemite youth is one goal of “the Youth Vision” newspaper.
That goal is been achieved by publishing educational articles about Jerusalem and by facing every method
that Israel is using to brain wash the youth’s minds and to destroy the Palestinian culture and traditions.

Freedom, enlightenment, democracy, diversity, facing occupation and respecting different culture and
opposing views are the essential elements abide by the newspaper.

Save the Children -“Nassej” - Community Youth Development Initiative project supported this project.
Al-Qafilah project:

In sponsorship with the National Endowment for Democracy, Palestinian Vision implemented al-Qafilah
project in Jerusalem. The project aimed to activate the youth by equipping them with valuable life skills
designed to enhance their participation in society. The project also sought to increase social work through
the formation of skilled youth groups empowered to bring about needed change in neglected areas.

The project consisted of five phases. The first phase began with the training of a group of 16 young adults
composed of both males and females, aged between 18- 25 years old. The group was trained in a variety of
subjects such as leadership, teamwork, communication, facilitation, decision-making, conflict resolutions,
identity, and project management and evaluation, totaling 60+ training hours.

The second phase of the project consisted in the implementation of 10 life skills training workshops
conducted by the youth trainers themselves. The training group trained students from Jerusalem District
schools in several subjects, including the subjects they were previously trained on such as leadership,
teamwork, communication, and identity. In addition, the school students were taken for tours in Jerusalem
and north Palestine. This phase targeted students from several schools in Jerusalem as following:

The Palestinian vision organization has implemented the guiding tourist program
“Massarat”, under the framework of “Jawalet Al Quds"” project. The goal of “Massarat”
is to create a group of Jerusalemites youth qualified in the guiding field in Jerusalem
and the old city which are related to the historical Palestine. And its goal is also to
increase the knowledge of the youth about their country, society, history, religion,
traditions, and also to improve their communication skills.

The lectures and field trips were conducted by distinguished specialists, and at the
end of these training sessions, the trainees underwent a practical application period,
by organizing 30 tour in which the participants committed to applY to what they
have learned throughout the course, and to introduce other groups to more than 450
school students ranging between 1216- years old. Moreover, 10 of the participants
have earned jobs with firms from the tourism business. This project is funded by the
league of Protestant churches.

Twenty five male and female between the ages of twenty, who are university students,
were selected to participate in “Massarat” program. This program is being executed
in two parts:

First: the theoretical training through lectures and courses in guiding, geography,
history and leadership.

Second: the practical phase through Vvisiting some historical, religious and

archaeological locations in Jerusalem and Palestine.

We would like to thank the Swiss Interchurch Aid-EPER HEKS, for providing their support in making this
project come true.

B. Young Achievements

For the fifth consecutive year and with the partnership of Nassej- Community Youth Development Initiative,
Norwegian Peoples Aid, Oxfam-GB and Quaker Palestine Youth Program, Ru’ya has implemented the Young
Achievement Project in the cities of Bethlehem, Hebron, Jerusalem, Jenin, Tolkarem, Nablus, and Salfeet.
Young Achievement is a national youth initiative based on the positive practices of rights and duties related
to citizenship.

The projectis based on Ru'ya’s faith in the role of the youth as a vital community resource, with the potential
to play an essential role in solving societal problems. Young Achievement provides young people the
opportunity to obtain practical experience through designing and implementing their own projects that
address important social issues, while challenging participants to learn about new perspectives and the
often complex, difficult reality of social problem. This project encourages young people to be more effective
contributors to the democratic lives of their communities, as well as to create reliable youth leaders who
can take initiatives and participate positively in decision-making.

The Young Achievement project is implemented through a network of young adult volunteers, generally
university students, who are trained and supported by Ru'ya to lead and train teams of younger students,
ages 1417-, in the areas of team building, communication skills, time management, and community
engagement. At the end of the training, each group chooses a public issue that is particularly important to
them. They design a project to address the issue and attempt to make a meaningful contribution to their
own lives, the overall quality of life in their community, and the wider world.

More than 50 university young students are currently active in and around the West Bank leading groups of
school students, teaching them the principles of teamwork, communication, time management, conflicts
resolution as well as many other skills.

Finally, 45 groups were able to finish solving many issues that are relevant to them and to their surrounding
society as demonstrated in the next table:

IDENTIFICATION
Palestinian Vision (Ru'ya) is a democratic, youth managed nonprofit organization launched in 1998. In
the beginning of 2000 Ru’ya was registered with the Palestinian Ministry of the Interior under registration
number OR/153/CU.

BACKGROUND

Palestinian Vision or Ru'ya, in Arabic, is the only Palestinian nongovernmental organization initiated,
developed, and managed by youth, Established in 1998 by a small group of youth leaders concerned about
the deteriorating situation of youth in occupied Jerusalem. Ru'ya quickly filled a social vacuum by creating
positive opportunities for youth by promoting leadership roles and community services. Ru'ya succeeded
in creating a broad grassroots network that quickly soared to over six hundred member volunteers.
Through this network of youth volunteers and staff, Ru’ya operates training workshops and community
service programs. Our workshops focus on building life skills and self confidence, and also strengthening
identity and community spirit. Overall Ru’'ya seeks to provide positive channels for self-expression,
empowering youth through the acquisition of skills regardless of gender, and facilitating dialogue and
exchange between youth locally and internationally. Emphatically independent of political parties and
positions, Ru'ya envisions a democratic future in which Palestinian youth serve as positive community
leaders, endeavoring to improve and advance their society.
