Exchange programs

This program is among the regularly-conducted
programs conducted by Ru'ya in reinforcing

the Palestinian identity among the youth and

in networking with the youth abroad. This is
achieved through various activities by the
organization, in conjunction with partner
organizations. Aims and topics of these activities
vary, as exchanging skills or representing the
Palestinian issue, and the dalily effect of the
occupation. These exchanges were as follows:

In partnership with the British Council, one of
Palestinian Vision's volunteers participated in two
workshops held in Egypt and Lebanon entitled
“Global Change Maker”. He was nominated
among a group of Palestinian University students
to lead the Youth Research Unit.

The 2nd Regional Youth Workers Meeting
in Jordan with Save the Children (Naseej)
Program.

Ru'ya submitted a project to the Youth
Solidarity Fund, and was nominated as one
of the winning projects. Part of the project
includes a training course provided by the
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Council of Europe. Ru'ya's Coordinator
was invited to attend the training course in
Strasbourg (France).

As partners of the MPDL (Main partner of
Ru'ya on the Darna Villages Project), two
members of Ru'ya were invited to participate
at the Women Conference held in Lebanon.
Following the conference a “Convenio”
evaluation meeting was conducted, joining all
partners from Palestine, Jordan, and Lebanon.
About 40 Lebanese NGO's and 5 Regional
(Palestinian and Jordanian) NGO's specialized
in women, youth, and human rights
participated in presenting the main issues and
obstacles of women practicing their rights.

Correspondences via the internet and
group exchange activities were developed
with a Spanish youth group “La Banda

del Quinze”. Letters, photos, emails, and
videos were exchanged following a gradual
plan established in the beginning of the
year between the Spanish and Palestinian
Coordinators.






The Organization programs

Karakeeb

“Karakeeb” is a youth musical band aimed in
creating a high-energy and dynamic percussive
symphony, through playing entirely on
unconventional instruments, such as garbage
can lids, buckets, brooms, and sticks. Itis a
movement of bodies, objects, and sounds with
abstract ideas made completely daily-used

objects in unconventional ways and approaches.

This band, which has emerged from the
project “Jerusalem Rangers”, consisting of five
Jerusalemite youngsters. These five youngsters,
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who were trained by Ya'coub Abu Arafeh, have
chosen the stage name “Karakeeb” due to the
usage of various home appliances and invaluable
equipment,

After months of intensivetraining, the band

was able to perform several performances in
various occasions, in which they were able to
attain the audiences’ attention,as well as the
media. In addition, the band was invited to
perform at the Grand Opening of the Jerusalem
Educational TV.
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Intel Learning Program

The program’s main objective is to help the youth
between the ages of 8 and 12 in developing
271st century skills, such as digital literacy, critical
thinking, and cross-border cooperation.

The Intel Learning Program is comprised of sixty
hours of hands-on curriculum, built around two
core modules that tap into children’s interests
within their own communities, while nourishing
their curiosity on creative and technologically-
driven projects.

Intel Learn Program — Technology and
Community introduces learners to obtain
technological skills, such as word processing,
graphics, spreadsheets, multimedia, and internet
research. Through activities and projects, learmers
discover on the effective use of computers and
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on its potentiality in improving communities.
Examples of such projects include creating
community calendars, news articles, and
multimedia presentations.

Intel Learn Program — Technology at \Work
illustrates to learmers on the effective use of
computers in the fields of employments and
careers. Ulllizing increasingly sophisticated
software tools and techniques, students are

able to create projects, ranging from designing
surveys in assisting healthcare workers to
assess health needs, to developing a project
management plan customized for local engineers
in establishing and building projects.

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The Mediterranean Youth Technology Club( MY TecC)

MYTecC, the Mediterranean Youth Technology
Club is an initiative that ultimately aims in creating
a youth culture amongst, at the outset, the youth
of the northem and southern Mediterranean
basin, and the Middle East. Its objectives are

in building bridges between the youth of these
regions in order to enable them to establish social
reposibility leaderships.

MYTecC is a program designed to empower
and educate the youth with a view in providing
them with tools and methods to enable them
to become responsible members of society,
exercising tolerance, care, and an understanding
of themselves and others. During this two-year
program, adolescents simultaneously follow
three divergent and complimentary learing
courses. The first relates to lectures of the

The program includes the following courses:

First: Technical English, which enhances their
opportunity for employment and communication
with others.

Second: Curriculum on communication skills,
social responsibility, and leadership.

Third: Technology and networking skills based on
the Cisco Systems [T Essentials Training.
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English language, the second relates to required
social citizenship skills as a means of becoming
responsible and active contributors to society,
with vital social orientation, whereby youths are
encouraged to establish networks, set goals

and objectives; learn to appreciate others,
communicate, etc. Lastly, the third relates entirely
to technology, provided by the Cisco Networking
Academy Program, certifying the A+ certificate.

20 Jerusalemite students aged between 14 and
16 attended classes twice a week for a period of
eight hours after school for a one-year duration
program. Regular attendance is mandatory, and
failure to participate will constructively result in
their A+ certificate from being granted. In and of
itself, this is an essential incentive for the youth to
actively participate in class activities.

Fourth: Virtual curriculum to encourage
networking among working groups from
participating countries, via activities and games
aimed at strengthening dialogues and positive
interactions.

This program is funded by Cisco Company.
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Darna Villages 2009:

3 centers were established in Madama, Qaryout,
and Qoussin, with one office in Nablus. Each center
is hosted by a local organization, where in Madama:
the Village Council, Qaryout: the Sports Club, and in
Qoussin: The Sanabel Center.

During 2009, 2 main concepts have been achieved:

Empowerment; youth in Madama, Qoussin, and
Qaryout have increased their opportunities through
proactive measures by improving therr life skills,

providing services, and supporting youth organizations.

This result was achieved through the organization

of ICDL and Photoshop Trainings. Those trainings
were provided to 42 young leaders by ICDL experts,
transferring their knowledge to 228 adolescents and
women.

Three years ago, following a strong demand

from the youth and grassroots organizations
based in the rural areas of the Nablus District,
Palestinian Vision contributed to answer their
needs by implementing a project under the

name “Centers for the Initiatives of the Youth of
Nablus-Darna Villages” through the establishment
of three new centers in the rural areas such as
Qaryout, Madama, and Qoussin. The concept
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of the project is to provide the youth and rural
organizations services (intemet access, fax, etc.)
and training in order to reinforce their skills and
capacity building towards start-up ventures and
the management of youth associations. These
areas were selected due to their impediments
caused by the existence of Israeli settlements
situated on their land, and the policy of closure
and isolation.

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Young Achievement

For the seventh consecutive year, in conjunction
with the Quaker Palestine Youth Program and
the MEPI — Middle East Partnership Initiative,
Ru'ya has implemented the Young Achievement
Project.

Young Achievement is a national youth initiative
based on the positive practices of citizens' rights
and duties, the project is based on Ru'ya’s

faith in the role of the youth as vital community
resources, with the empowerment of becoming
an integral part of resolving societal issues.
Young Achievement provides adolescents with
the opportunity to obtain practical experience in
designing and implementing their own projects to
address critical social issues, while challenging
participants to gain knowledge on innovative
perspectives on the continuous complexities and
complications on the reality of the current social
status.
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The Young Achievement project is implemented
through a network of young volunteers (generally
university students), between the ages of 14 and
17, in the areas of team building, communication
skills, time management, and community
engagement. At the end of the training, each
group chooses a public issue particularly
significant to them, where each group designs a
project addressing the issue and laterally creating
a meaningful contribution to their own lives, the
overall quality of life of their community, and the
wider world.

The project was implemented in Jerusalem and
Nablus, focusing on their marginalized areas.
The trainers formed their groups, and selected
their participants from their communities, where
joint efforts were contributed towards positively
changing their communities through designated
initiatives.

Responding to the needs and priorities of

young people in the Jordan Valley (Jiftlik,

Zbeidat, Fasayel, and Al-Ojah villages)through
youth gathering activities and venues Ru'ya in
partnership with Oxfam-GB, instituted a program
in building young leaders and activities for children,
in order to strengthen alignments among young
people, and to enable them to promote their own
interests - "Al-Qafelan”. After a year of intensive
work, Palestinian Vision successfully accomplished
the project. Not only has Palestinian Vision
accomplished its objectives, but it has exceeded

Achievements of the Project:

The training of the trainers” TOT”:

To ensure the success of the project, as well as in
assuring that the trainers are leading their groups

in order to meet the stated objectives, it was
considered necessary to work closely in training
the trainers. Therefore, three training sessions were
held for 8 youth workers at the Ministry of Youth
and Sport, Jericho District, whereby the trainers
implemented 4 life skills courses, eight meetings
for each course over a 24 hour period per

in its achievements in comparison to its indicators.
These exceeded achievements were due to
several reasons, of which the most essential factor
was the service of the youth towards their peers.
This project involved over 1,000 children and
youths in productive recreational and educational
activities, under the supervision of 8 coaches.
Furthermore, 4 Iife skills seminars organized by
the coaches for over 77 teenagers, and 8 fun
days for over 1,000 children were accomplished
successfully. This includes 8 Social Issue
Workshops 195 family members.

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Quiz Night

In order to revive the Palestinian cities, rebirth
the holy spirit of Ramadan, and activate the
local community, in partnership with the United
States Consulate, Ru'ya implemented three quiz
nights for the third consecutive year. A total of
three hundred and fifty people from institutions,
organizations, and Palestinian families attended
the Quiz Nights.

The Quiz Nights are cultural and social events
organized in an entertaining platform. These

events include a comedy show, a musical
performance, and a contest in the form of
quizzes, consisting of questions in which the
audience should answer correctly in order

to win prizes. The Quiz Nights this Ramadan
provided the audience the Palestinian version
of the story on the demolished villages in
1948 to promote their feelings of belonging to
their heritage and history. The U.S. Consulate
General located in the occupied Jerusalem has
funded this project.

Research “Jerusalem youth and unemployment”

Palestinian Vision Organization is carrying out a
research to address the unemployment issue
among the Palestinian youth, especially graduates
of higher institutions, as this has become an
alarming obstacle for those residing in Jerusalem,
resulting from the closure of the city borders as well
asto the limited employment market, by utilizing

an action-oriented research approach. Palestinian
Vision hopes to implement awell-established
project based on the results of the research.

This study will utilize qualitative and quantitative
research methodologies with a focus on
multiple targets (youth, public and private-
based employers, and academic and training
institutions, which includes vocational training),
in order to achieve a profound, thorough, and
comprehensive understanding of the research
queries, and to engage a the vast majority of
stakeholders to analyze the situation, and to
recommend feasible solutions.

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“I'm too from Jerusalem” Program

The project is a creative initiative that aims to
introduce visitors to the historical treasures of
the Old City of Jerusalem in a dynamic and
interesting way. The project is currently targeting
Jerusalemite and 1948 area adolescents, who
have participated in tours organised by Ru'ya’s.
Information is provided to visitors through
storytellers and printed materials. The storytellers
are adolescents who have participated in an
extensive training programme organised by
Al-Ruwah Theatre, providing storytelling, the
history of the Old City, and general information
presented to the audience. Dressed in traditional
clothing, each storyteller represents one of

the characters playing a role in the history

of Jerusalem. Standing in front of one of the
historical, religious, or cultural buildings/locations
in the Old City, storytellers narrate the story of the
place, historical events, and characters, whereby
helping children and adolescents visualise the
history and occurrences of the Old City.

The project aims to increase the awareness and
appreciation of children and youth concerning
the history of the Old City and to mobilise

and engage them in protecting the Old City's
historical, archaeological, and religious sites.

In addition, the project seeks to involve the
youth in activating the cultural life of Jerusalem.
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Until today, more than 120 tours have been
coordinated for more than 3,000 beneficiaries.

Thus far, the project has developed three
divergent sightseeing events for the Old City
tours:

Life and Death
Architecture Knights
The World in Jerusalem.

The current tours are appropriate for males and
females 14 years of age and above. The duration
of the tour in each event is approximately four
hours.

The project also succeeded in producing
interesting and challenging games package,
developed by Alnayzak for Extracurricular
Education & Scientific Innovation. The package
contains innovative games, including one with
a disc of pizza-shaped cardboards divided into
12 pieces. Information is then shared through
interesting and engaging exercises.

Ru'va’s has also produced a short documentary
film about the Old City. It is usually presented to
participants prior to the tours.

Introduction

Palestinian Vision Organization (Ru'ya Falastineyeh) is one of

the exceptional Palestinian non-governmental organizations
initiated, developed, and managed by the youth of Palestine.
With an initiative from a small group of young leaders, Pal-vision
was established in 1998 to create positive training opportunities
and services for the Palestinian youth. Pal-vision quickly filed a
social vacuum, expanding to a grassroots membership-based
organization of over six hundred youths who regularly engage in
the activities of Pal-vision. Through this broad grassroots network
and an all-volunteer, all-youth staff, Pal-vision organizes training
workshops and community service programs that aim at building
leadership skills; strengthen self-esteem, identity and community
spirit; provide youth with positive channels for self-expression;
empower young women; and facilitate dialogues with youths from
other countries. Emphatically independent from political parties
and stakeholders, Pal-vision is a democratic organization in
which Palestinian youths serve as community leaders, working to
improve and advance their society.

While the primary focus of Palestinian Vision is Jerusalem,
Palestinian Vision operates in other areas of the West Bark,
in transferring knowledge, experience, and resources,
developed to other parts of the West Bank in partnership with
other organizations, speciffically those specialized to the youth
community.

We have also conducted
projects targeting marginalized communities
such as the villages in the Jordan Valley,
which face harsh and extremely difficult
circumstances.

In 2009, the efforts of Palestinian vision’s
members were manifested in the implementation
of various projects with different objectives
covering a vast geographical area.
